OPTION 1: Fourteenth Century Italian Art.  
 
Q 1.  Discuss patronage, purpose, and its influence on iconography in Fourteenth Century Italian Art 

with reference to Giotto’s Arena Chapel Frescoes and Duccio’s Maesta. 
  
Q 2.  With reference to the pulpits in Pisa, discuss content and narrative style in the sculpted works of 

Nicolo and Giovanni Pisano. 
 
Q 3.   How do Giotto and Duccio reflect the differences in style and treatment of subject matter between 

Florentine and Sienese art ?  Refer to identical episodes drawn from the Passion Story in your 
answer. 

 
 
 
OPTION 2: Naturalism and Science in Fifteenth Century Italian Painting 
 
Q 4.  Examine the rediscovery of perspective by theorists in the early Renaissance. Demonstrate the 

effects achieved by the application of perspective. Refer in your answer to specific artists and 
works completed during the 1400’s. 

 
Q 5. Discuss the contribution made by individual artists to the development of landscape in fifteenth 

century Italian painting.  
 
Q 6.  Examine the use of narrative devices in the work of early Renaissance artists.  
 
 
 
OPTION 3: The High Renaissance 
 
Q 7. In what ways can the effect of humanist study be seen in the work of EITHER Michelangelo OR 

Raphael. 
 
Q 8.  Explain how the High Renaissance artist achieves characterisation of the individual. Refer to at 

least THREE portraits by EITHER Leonardo OR Raphael.  
 
Q 9.  “Why do you think there was such a great number of capable men in the past, if not because they 

were well treated and honoured by princes?” Filarete. 
Examine the effects of the influence of patronage on ONE High Renaissance artist in the light of 
this statement. 

 



 
OPTION 4: The Renaissance in Northern Europe 
 
Q 10.   Discuss the achievements of Northern artists in the depiction of interior space and landscape. 

Refer to at least TWO artists and their works in your answer. 
 
Q 11.   Symbolism allowed Northern Renaissance painters to introduce extra layers of meaning into their 

works. Compare the use of symbolism in THREE individual works by different Northern 
Renaissance artists. 

 
Q 12.   Explain the rise of portraiture in Northern Europe. How did Northern artists achieve 

characterisation of the individual? 
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
